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The climax is the turning point of the story— otherwise known as the EXCITING PART! This is
where the main character learns a lesson, solves a crime, gets over their fear, or does something else
really fantastic that changes them and/or accomplishes a goal.

Can you guess what the climax of Stromple and the Super-Huge Temper Tantrum is? When does

Stromple learn a lesson?

How does this affect Stromple? Think about how it changes him as a “person” (can people be
purple?) and how it affects his life, now, in the near future, or down the road. You choose how far

down the road to go!
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Most stories have resolutions. This is the part of the story AFTER the climax, where we see how
everything turns out, and how characters move on.

Stromple and the Super-Huge Temper Tantrum has a resolution! Explain what happens in the
resolution of Stromple’s story — WRITE what happens, or DRAW a cartoon showing what happens:
